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Open a new Excel spreadsheet.
Highlight to select columns A through O and set width to 5.
Highlight to select row 1 through 30 and set height to 20.
Save as Wordsearch on your flashdrive.
In column A type the word list. Autofit the column width for column A to fit the words.
In column C through O, type in the computer terms placing one letter in each cell.
Fill in the rest of the cells with letter to hide the words.
Add a header with your name.
Save.
Trade seats with another student complete their wordsearch.
Mark words you find by filling cells with a light background color.  (Do not save these changes.)
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
